1.  MSCSW has a total of $11,011; this time last year the organization had $13,182. This difference is explained by the $1,633 loss the agency took for Laura Groshong presentation. Al reviewed the final revision of the P&L for Laura’s workshop and the newly revised numbers show a net loss of $1,633. AL noted that he would like MSCSW to receive an annual audit.

2. Newsletter: The board reviewed first draft of newsletter and discussed revisions and use of newsletter. 

ACTION: Shelly will write article for newsletter
ACTION: Mike will submit his article to the newsletter by end of January
ACTION: Jenny will email bio to Jesse for newsletter
ACTION: Jesse will send out draft of newsletter to board prior to publishing on website or emailing out, will add a “member spotlight” section.

3. Computer: The new computer is working very well, it just needs Microsoft office.


ACTION: Steve will bring copy of office for new computer.

4. Education: January presentation had overwhelming positive reviews, 29 members in attendance. Licensing Issues will be presented in Feb. The Licensure Supervisor Class through MSCSW has been put on hold for now but “conversations about this will continue.” Steve found out that the NCADA Room is only able to be rented on weekdays, it can host 65 people and it is a cost of $250 per day or $400 per 2 days. Networking host program (prior to workshop) worked well last month. The board reviewed Ethics Survey results form members and found that Peggy Klienholz was the most popular request by far. The board discussed some of the topics that members have been requesting for presentations and noted that military issues, PTSD and such ar in demand. Jesse has mailed $150 check to CSC for our annual donation.

ACTION: Shelly will follow up with Peggy to see if she would be willing to present on Ethics, presenters are paid $300 for this.

ACTION: Jenny will follow up with her contact regarding a speaker on military issues, PTSD, etc.

5. Annual event: Shelly heard back from Dr. Kreisman who would like to present and charged $2,500 for a full day presentation. The board discussed this as this was much more that anticipated. Ultimately the board agreed to tentatively agreed to host him pending logistics being worked out.

ACTION: Shelly to ask Dr. Kreisman to reserve the date Sept 12th 2015 for MSCSW presentation until next board meeting in Feb. 

ACTION: Jesse to get info on using RAC space

ACTION: Laura to get info on CBC space

ACTION: Jenny to get info on using COCA Space

ACTION: Laura to get info on Brown School space

6. Membership: with Jenny we now have 110 members. 

7. Jesse motioned that Shelly be new MSCSW President. The board unanimously approved. Shelly will be new president starting February 1st, she agreed to serve a 2 year term

8. Jenny volunteered to act as Education Chair and the board approved this. Jenny is Education Chair as of Feb 1st.

ACTION: Jesse will outreach Mike to see where he would like to go for his celebratory dinner and coordinate a date with the board.

ACTION: Jesse will email members announcing the end of Mike’s term and the beginning of Shelly’s term.

9. Other Board issues: the board reviewed the new board member agreement form, made a few edits and approved it to be uploaded to the website. It was agreed hat all board members should agree to a 2 year term. The reviewed other promotional items Jesse developed for outreaching board members and discussed next steps. All new board members will sign this agreement. Past members will sign this agreement in Sept.

ACTION: Jesse will revise board agreement and upload to website.

ACTION: Jesse will begin tracking terms of board members and create official “renewal period” every 2 years for board members.

ACTION: Jesse will outreach Danny at BHR 1) see if board can present there 2) explore BHR interest in doing a training at MSCSW 3)follow up with his SLU contact

ACTION: Jesse will follow up with Vetta Sanders Thompson re: setting up a lunch or coffee with a staff member and 2 MSCSW folk.

ACTION: Vince will follow up with a contact at UMSL to have a lunch/coffee with.

ACTION: Al will review his notes to see if any current/past MSCSW members are connected with SLU

9. Other business: The board discussed mentorship program. Linda is interested in Marketing and not helping folks start a practice. I was noted that there may be many members willing to do mentorship for a fee.


ACTION: Jesse will email membership to survey who would like to offer mentorship, their fee. Jesse will begin to create a database for this.
