1.  The Board spent much of the meeting discussing the possibility of bringing Laura G. in from Seattle to do a day long (6 hours)workshop entitled "End of the World As We Know It".  Below are the discussion points:

-  Steve visited with Laura while he was in Seattle;  Laura has a long history with the Clinical Social Work Federation

-  Laura will do a mini analysis of Missouri's state laws and regulations and discuss the future of social work clinical treatment (Medicare/Medicaid, private insurance, attempts to revamp treatment options and services, etc.)

-  Mike and Vince stated that MSCSW should try to at least break even

-  Steve checked for a venue at the Missouri Historical Society; he is recommending the AT&T Multi-Purpose Room which seats 100 at a cost of $350 (plus $100 for AV)

-  the Board discussed whether lunch should be included

-  the Board discussed possible publicity & marketing

-  there will be a fee for members, a higher fee for non-members, and a fee for students

-  Laura is available September 20 & 27;  the Missouri Historical Society is only available September  --  the Board felt that the 27th was an acceptable date

-  Laura has offered to do a meet & greet on Friday evening (the 26th)

-  the Board discussed possibly videotaping the presentation (if Laura allows) and using it in various ways

-  the Board also discussed air fare, transportation and lodgings (2 nights) for Laura

-  the Board talked about limiting registration to members only before August 1 & then opening it up to non-members

-  possible registration fees were discussed;  the Board would like to offer a registration fee which also includes a new membership

The Board voted unanimously to go ahead with this project.  The following ACTION list was  compiled:

HOTELS:  Kathleen will check on some hotel prices including a place for the Board & volunteers to take Laura Saturday evening for supper
